Am I generous with everything except my own money? Do |
favor all kinds of help for the needy as long as the Church, the
government or a foundation pays for it?
Stewardship takes practice
Stewardship is a natural characteristic of Christians, but it takes
practice and awareness. It is liberating, the precise opposite of
personal constriction. It is an opening of the grasping fist, a
healing of what might be called a paralysis of the conscience. It
is required of a Christian, but it feels good, too.
